Early Life

Avul Pakir Jainulabdeen Abdul Kalam was born on 15" October 1931 to a Tamil
Muslim family in the pilgrimage centre of Rameswaram on Pamban island. His
father Jainulabudeen was a boat owner and Imam of a local mosque and his
mother Ashiamma was a home maker.

Childhood

*2lam was the youngest of four brothers and a sister in his family. His ancestors had been wealthy
traders and land owners with numerous properties and large tracks of land. Their business was in
Setween mainland and Pamban and got the title “Mara Kalam lyakkiwar” (Wooden boat steerers).
in short “Marakier”.

Education

in his school years, Kalam had average grades but was described as bright and hard working student
who had a strong desire to learn. He spent hours on his studies especially Mathematics. After
completing his education at Schwartz Higher Secondary School, he went to St. Joseph’s College
Tiruchirappalli, then in 1955 he moved to Madras Institute of Technology.

Career as a Scientist

After graduating from Madras IIT in 1960, he joined the Aeronautical development establishment
of the D.R.D.O as a Scientist. In 1969, he was transferred to the Indian Space Research Organisation
{ISRO) and became the Project Director of India’s first Satellite Launch Vehicle (SLV-1Il). He received
the government’s approval and expanded the programme to include more engineers.

The First Citizen of India

On 10™ June 2002, the National Democratic Alliance (N.D.A) expressed that they would nominate
Kalam for the post of President. He won the 2002 Presidential election with an electoral vote of
9,22,884, surpassing the votes won by Lakshmi Sahgal. His term lasted from 25" July 2002 to 25 July
2007. Kalam served as the 11" President of India, succeeding K.R. Narayan.

Death

On July, 27" 2015 while delivering a lecture on ‘Creating a livable Planet Earth’ at the Indian Institute
of Management, Shillong around 6:35 pm |.S.T, he collapsed. He lacked pulse and was confirmed
dead at Bethany hospital due to a sudden cardiac arrest at 7:45 pm L.S.T.
